-1 Corinthians 15:26 
For a brief time, while the        
crucified Jesus lay in a borrowed 

tomb, it seemed as if death had 

triumphed once again.   Threat-

ened by a messenger of God's ex-
pansive, steadfast love, yet an-

other human mob succumbed to 
death's seduction. They chose its 
brutal, silencing power and 

trusted its empty finality. Death's 
murderous rebellion against the 

Creator of life seemed unstoppa-
ble. 

 
Until that Sunday morning 
dawned. Mary, Joanna, Mary and 

the other women arrived at Jesus' 
tomb prepared for a body emptied 

of life. Instead they discovered the 
grave emptied of its power and 

death itself buried in resurrection 
life. Jesus Christ, the first fruits 
from the dead, lives (1 Corin-

thians 15:20)!
