Synod Assembly, members of the synod will step to the microphone to tell their story of 
having been formed for lives of faith and service.  We will hear about turning points and 
touching times, about marvelous mentors and caring teachers.  We will recall how incredi-
bly important Confirmation classes, youth gatherings, peer ministers and congregational 
members have been in making these few folks the Disciples that they are.  And we will be 

reminded that we are the hands that God uses to form the clay of lives such as these.  This assembly (April 25-27 at the 
Maude Cobb Convention Center in Longview) is designed to continue the tradition of seven years now in which Vot-
ing Members focus more on learning and growing together, than on doing business.
