Hemisphere this time of year. Lent has historically been a time of repentance and forgiveness, prayer, prepa-
ration for or recollection of baptism, and preparation for celebrating the Three Days and the Easter season. Its
observance is as old as the fourth century.

At the Council of Nicea in 325, the bishops spoke of the
Easter 0) aestabtished cust@m. At that time Lent began on the sixth Sunday before Easter and ended

at dusk on Holy Thursday & 40 days. But the council also forbade fasting, kneeling and any other acts of sor-

row and penance on Sundays, even in Lent. So only 34 of the 40 days were for fasting, which apparently was a

problem for some.
